In statements from the Holy See dealing with education, it is immediately evident that a great 

deal of attention is paid to the vocation of teachers and their participation in the Church's 

evangelizing mission. Teachers are supposed to have a supernatural calling and not simply the 

exercising of a profession. The bishops of the United States, in their ñNational Directory for 

Catechesisò stated, "The nobility of the task to which teachers are called demands that, in 

imitation of Christ, the only Teacher, they reveal the Christian message not only by word but 

also by every gesture of their behavior." 
 

The Catholic educator is a person who gives testimony by his or her life. Shortly after his election, Pope Benedict XVI spoke about the kind 

of witness required of all teachers of the faith, including those in Catholic schools: ñThe central figure in the work of educating...takes 

specifically the form of a witness... The witness never refers to himself but to something, or rather, to Someone greater than he, whom he 

has encountered and whose dependable goodness he has sampled. Thus, every educator and witness finds an unequaled model in Jesus 

Christ, the Father's great witness, who said nothing about himself but spoke as the Father had taught him.ò 
 

The more one explores this, the more one finds that the mind of the Church is this: educators in Catholic schools should be practicing 

Catholics who are committed to the Church and who are living Her sacramental life. Again, in the National Directory for Catechesis, issued 

by the American bishops in 2005, the specific direction is given: "Recruit teachers who are practicing Catholics, who can understand and 

accept the teachings of the Catholic Church and the moral demands of the gospel, and who can contribute to the achievement of the school's 

Catholic identity and apostolic goals."  
 

When that policy is ignored, itôs inevitable that children will absorb, even if they are not explicitly taught, a soft indifferentism ï ñit doesnôt 

really matter what religion you are, because after all we worship the same God.ò  ñNicenessò becomes the religion, and while itôs important 

to be nice to one another, niceness alone will not sustain children in their practice of the faith.  Bishops, pastors, administrators and parents 

all share in the serious duty of employing teachers who meet the standards of doctrine and integrity of life essential to a flourishing Catholic 

school. 
 

The sentiments expressed by the bishops of the United States about employing teachers with a clear understanding of and commitment to 

Catholic education, is shared completely by the Holy See, as we hear from them over and over again that a primary way to foster a school's 

catholicity is by carefully hiring men and women who enthusiastically endorse its distinctive ethos, because Catholic education is 

strengthened by those who are strong witnesses to the gospel ï and this is true across the curriculum, no matter what the subject. 
 

Experienced educators know that children will pick up far more from the example of their teachers, than by any masterful teaching 

techniques, especially when it comes to the practice of Christian virtues. In the words of Pope Benedict XVI: ñThe central figure in the 

work of educating, and especially in education in the faith, which is the summit of the person's formation and is his or her most appropriate 

horizonΣ is specifically the form of witness. This witness becomes a proper reference point to the extent that the person can account for the 

hope that nourishes his life and is personally involved in the truth that he proposes.ò
