 The Role of Parents and the Church in Education 

The idea of Catholic education being counter -culture has a long 
history in the United States.  The rise of the parochial school 
system was a direct result of the public school system, which 
òarose in an effort to safely homogenize foreigners into 
(Protestant) American societyé Not only did these proposed 
common schools threaten to alienate Catholic children from their 
religious, cultural, and familial heritage, they also started from 
the assumption that the task of education should belong to the 

state.ó(1) While the Catholic Church does respect and honor the 
legitimate authority of the state, it recognizes that the 
fundamental responsibility of education belongs to the parents as 
the primary educators of their children and to the Church to help 
provide support and guidance.  
 

At The Atonement Academy, we maintain an unwavering 
commitment to provide an education that upholds the religious 
and cultural heritage of the Catholic Church and the enduring 
principles of Western civilization. This commitment to the 
classical, Catholic principles set forth in our heritage is 
increasingly important in todayõs secularized world, where the 
principles of our faith are constantly under attack.  With the 
advent of the Common Core, gender choice, and same -sex 
marriage being taught in the public school system, the state is 
pushing an agenda which has nothing to do with teaching 

children how  to think and everything to do with teaching them 
what  to think. At The Atonement Academy, students read classic

But the key to victory was the 

fact that the defenders had been practicing for almost two years, and 

had placed range-marking stakes out in the Sabine River.  Almost 

every shot from their six cannons was on-target.  The entire Union 

force þed under the devastatingly accurate ýre.  As I like to put it, 

Texans are the only people in the world who can look at the 300 

Spartans at Thermopylae and say, ñAmateurs.ò

C-Electricity and Magnetism  

For our final curricular topic in AP Physics C -Electricity and 

Magnetism, we investigated electromagnetic induction, in which any 

changing magnetic field will naturally produce an electric field and 
therefore electric current. The students participated in two labs for 

this unit. In the first lab, students investigated the voltages produced 

by moving permanent magnets through coils of wire, called solenoids, 

using a digital multimeter. The voltages, called emfs, were on the order 

of several millivolt readings. The students 

found that the emfs were dependent on 
what type of permanent magnet was used 

and how rapidly the magnet was swept 

through the coil. We used ceramic disk and 

bar magnets as well as a few powerful 

neodymium magnets with solenoids of 
varying area and turns of wire, illustrating 

what happens when you swipe a credit 

card through a reader.  

 For the second lab, we investigated the behavior of several types of 

electronic circuits, with the help of an oscilloscope. The AC voltage 

generator's output was slowly dissipated by the electric current's 
oscillation in the circuit. Each LRC circuit has a specific rate of 

oscillation, which is related to the circuit element quantities. When 

you tune your radio, you cause one of these quantities to change, 

producing a slightly different oscillation frequency, allowing the circuit 

to detect a particular radio wave.  

I think its funny how life works outñI have always thought that 

God truly has a plan for each one of us, and His plan for me and my 

family was to be here at The Atonement Academy.   This is the tenth 

year that I have been employed here at The Atonement Academy, 

and every day and every year is better than the one before.  I have 

watched my younger children attend school here since they were in 

Pre-K (across the street), and I am amazed at how much they have 

learned and grown throughout the years. 

 My husband and I have six children, one granddaughter and one on 

the way.  Life definitely keeps us busyñthatõs for sure!  When I am 

not running around with my children, I am busy planning out my 

upcoming lessons for my class.  I have taught Pre-Kindergarten and 

Kindergarten and I just love my job!  The children amaze me with 

how much they learn academically and spiritually throughout the 

year.  My students learn all of their foundations (reading, writing, 

and mathematics) in Kindergarten, and we are also so blessed to be 

able to attend Mass every day.   Iõm convinced that these tender 

years are the building blocks of a good solid foundation for their 

education here at the Atonement Academy.
